 Participating institutions provide access to their wireless networks to users from 
other eduroam connected institutions; users are authenticated by their home 
institution

 Participants include K-12 school districts and ESDs, community colleges, 
universities, libraries, museums and research entities 

 Link Oregon seeks to become an eduroam Support Organization (SO): the SO signs 
one agreement & pays one fee for all K-12s, libraries, and museums in the state
 Provides Tier 1 eduroam support to constituents
 Manages contracting and invoicing of constituents 

 Just selected for 2022 cohort in Eduroam on-ramp program 
 As state SO can support 5 school districts for first year
