The Joint Engineering Team (JET) is a subcommittee of the Large Scale Networking Coordinating Group (LSN CG)

JET Purpose  
The purpose of the Joint Engineering Team (JET), established in 1997, is to provide a forum for information sharing with regard to:
- High performance research networks that support the Federal Networking and Information Technology Research and Development (NITRD) community 
- Research, development, deployment, and demonstration of advanced networking technologies and architectures.  
- Federal interagency exchange of information in support of the Large Scale Networking (LSN) Coordinating Group (CG).  

Membership
	The membership of the JET is limited to Federal representatives from agencies with programs and/or an interest in networking research, and networking to support science applications.  Current Federal agency members include DHS, DOC, DOD, DOE, DOT, HHS, NASA, and NSF.

Participants
Non-member JET participants may include all parties and entities that develop, contribute to, or use high-performance research networks.  Participants include representatives from the Federal network research agencies, researchers developing applications using high-performance networks, university networking engineers and planners, Internet equipment providers, Internet service providers, and commercial representatives with an interest in advanced research networking.  Participation is open to the public and is expected to change over time to assure that interested and involved entities in the dynamic environment of advanced research networking are represented.

	The JET is established for a three year period, renewable with the approval of the Large Scale Networking Coordinating Group of the NITRD Subcommittee.

The JET makes no consensus recommendations to the Government and refers all matters requiring development of Federal agency consensus to the LSN CG.

Relations with the LSN CG
	The JET reports on its activities, issues, and events at each LSN meeting.  
The JET addresses issues identified by the LSN CG involving operational issues and coordination among the high performance research networks with other networks including international research networks.
	

NCO/NITRD Support to the JET
	The National Coordination Office (NCO) for Networking and Information Technology Research and Development (NITRD) provides support to the JET.  The NCO/NITRD:

• Maintains a JET mailing list and associated contact information 
• Hosts meetings of the JET, providing technical support,  secretariat functions, and preparing meeting minutes
• Maintains an NITRD Web site for the JET that has a calendar of JET meetings, 
   copies of JET meeting minutes, and other documents as approved by the JET
• Makes a copy of the JET charter available to all participants
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
